News Letter Sept 2010

Greetings

I hope everybody is doing well by his grace.

As promised here are some updates on my ministry here in Nairobi, Kenya.

- I arrived in Nairobi on 16th July 2010 and from the very next day our activities (teaching, preaching and visiting people) started, continuing until 28th July.

- On 27th July I was invited by my Pastor to teach chapters 7-10 of John in the East Africa School of Theology. It was very scary to stand in front of about 40 plus people, but God blessed me with the gift of teaching and they all were blessed by my teaching. 
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- From 29th July to 1st August we had a mission to another estate called Spring Valley. God blessed people there and about 15 people were saved. There was also lots of healing as well. This mission included door to door evangelism and open air meetings in the evening (see photo to the right).

- After the mission to Spring Valley our church’s annual conference was from 2nd to 8th August. I was the main preacher and the theme was “The Kingdom of God.” I started with the very basic message of repentance from Matthew 4:17, and went through all the basic teaching of the Gospel.  All the people liked and appreciated these messages and the Spirit of God was at work with us so that people were saved and healed. I prayed for a woman who had two lumps on her head and they disappeared; glory to His name.
- From the 10th August I started teaching New Testament survey (see photo above), which we do only three days a week (Tues, Wed and Thurs).  It is going really well and we have had a great response. We have about 27/28 people coming regularly. We will be giving them a certificate at the end of the course.

- Practical ministry: Apart from teaching, preaching and praying I have done some gate painting (as you can see in these photos below). About 80% of the work I have done by myself.
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So this is my ministry in Nairobi. Soon we will be going out to other cities in Kenya for two weeks and then back to Nairobi again, so please remember this in your prayers.

Prayer requests:
- Please pray for the nation of Kenya. There is a lot of corruption and immorality in the secular sector, but here is also a lot of corruption within the church leaders. Some are only after tittles, status, power, and money.  There are also lots of false doctrines regarding God and the Bible.

- Please pray for my church (KAG Kayole), that God may provide finance so that they can finish building the church building. They have been building it for last five years and it is still far from finished.

- People in Kenya are hungry for the Word of God. Please pray that God may raise up men and women full of His Spirit, wisdom, understand and knowledge of Him, so that they may teach proper doctrine of the Word and stand in the gap for their nation.
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- Please pray for me; that God may strengthen me and bless me with His understanding and wisdom, so that I may serve the nations of Africa in the power of the Holy Spirit. I am half way through my visa and on 13th of October I will be flying home to Pakistan. Please pray that God may arrange and open doors for me so that I may come back again and make Africa my home. Please pray that God may fulfill His plans in my life and provide for me.
Thanks to all who think about me and my ministry and are standing in faith with me and supporting me by their prayers, encouragement and by other means.
