The “one another’s”
Of the 21 letters in the New Testament, only three are addressed to individuals. The rest are written to groups, which means the word ‘you’ is invariably meant to be considered in the plural.
This fact is underlined when we consider how the writers emphasised mutual responsibility. They did this by using the phrase ‘one another’……

· Romans 12:10a – ‘Be devoted to one another’
· Romans 12:10b – ‘Honour one another’
· Romans 12:16 – ‘Live in harmony with one another’
· Romans 15:7 – ‘Accept one another’
